Textile artists will be challenged by ‘The Art of Recycling’ in a new competition supported by Expertise

As well, it gives creative people a chance to use wonderful fabrics that may not be 

available in stores today, vintage garments from charity stores that can be given new life or materials 

that would otherwise not be considered for a craft project. 

 

When it comes to techniques, textile artists will be given free reign, but will need to create their 

original designs predominately from textiles and at least 50% recycled materials.   

 

Displayed over the duration of the Textile Art Festival, finalists will be selected by a panel based on 

their creativity and design appeal.  Winners of each category will be announced at the Festival.
