Rules and Entry Form:
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Entries will be judged on creativity, interpretation of the theme, design merit and
workmanship.

The competition is open to the public. An individual or groups may enter, as long
as all persons who contribute to the entry are nominated on the entry form. A
limit of two entries per person or group applies.

Entries must have been completed after July 2009, not prior to this.

Employees and family members of Bernina Australia and Expertise Events are not
eligible to enter.

If a commercial pattern/s has been used as the basis for this design, this must be
acknowledged on the entry form.

Entries must be labelled clearly with the entrant’s name, address, telephone
number, and email and the name of the work. Labels must be cloth and securely
stitched to the inside of the work.

The entrant/s stated on the Entry Form must be the maker/s of the entry.
Entries are to be created from predominantly (more than 50 percent) textile
materials, not paper or plastic.

Entries must be able to be packaged into a carton measuring: maximum length
on longest side no more than Imetre and maximum girth (measured around the
other two dimensions) no more than 140cm, and must weigh no more than
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.Entries must be available for display at the Textile Art Festival June 25 — 27,2010

and selected entries also displayed at the Melbourne Craft & Quilt Fair, July 22-
25,2010.

.Entries must be posted, not delivered personally, and will be returned by post.

Entries cannot be collected in person at the event.

.Expertise Events and Bernina will take all care but no responsibility for any

damage or theft to an entry that occurs while the entry is in the care of
Expertise Events and Bernina. If insurance of any kind is required, this is the
responsibility of the entrant and will be at their cost.

HOW TO ENTER
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ENTRY FORM DEADLINE: Send your entry form BEFORE April 15, 2010 with
three hard copy photographs and three digital images of the entry showing
FRONT, BACK AND DETAIL. A panel of judges will then select up to 30
finalists (in total) based on the hard copy photographs and digital images of the
works. The judges’ decision is final and there will be no correspondence. Upon
seeing the final works, the competition sponsors reserve the right to decide
which works will be included in the exhibition. The organisers reserve the right
to refuse any work that does not match the images submitted to the judges. The
judges may reserve the right to withhold an award if the standard of work does
not warrant the award, or award two equal winners to share the prize.

Hard copy photographs and digital images of the entries will not be returned to
the entrant. Each entrant must send two hard copy photographs and two high
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res (over 300 dpi) jpgs for each work entered. One must be showing FRONT,
one showing BACK and one showing DETAIL of the entry. All digital images
must be sent in on a CD.

. There must not be any modifications including any colour correction on the CD.

You may crop the background only. You must identify on the back of each hard
copy photograph and individual digital image (including the CD itself) your name,
title of entry, and size. CDs must be finished when you write them, so they can
be opened. All hard copy photographs and digital images submitted must be
good quality, clear images and well lit. The hard copy photographs and digital
images will be used for selection purposes and/or publicity and promotion and
the final entries selected for the exhibition may also be professionally
photographed for publicity and all other promotional purposes as Expertise
Events and Bernina see fit in their absolute discretion.

.Copyright & Moral Rights: By entering the competition the entrant/s give

permission for Expertise Events Pty Ltd (Expertise Events) and Bernina Australia
Pty Ltd to photograph their artwork and agrees and acknowledges that all
copyright of the photographs that Expertise Events and Bernina takes of an
entrant’s work both current and future in time is that of Expertise Events and
Bernina.

The
entrant retains copyright in the artwork and the photographs which the entrant

Entry Deadline: All completed, signed entry forms, hard copy photographs and
digital images must be postmarked no later than April 15, 2010 and must be sent
altogether accompanying the entry form to Expertise Events.

Entry Fee: A fee of $20 per entry is payable by cheque. Cheques should be made
out to Expertise Events Pty Ltd and must accompany each entry form.

Length of exhibit: The participating artwork must be available for the duration of
the Textile Art Festival, from June 25 - 27, 2010 and will remain in the
possession of Bernina or Expertise Events for this period. All entries must be
available for display during the entire period from selection date to the end of
the festival (June 27, 2010) and selected entries will also be displayed at the
Melbourne Craft & Quilt Fair, July 22-25, 2010. Artwork will be returned to
entrants in August, 2010.

23. Notification of Selection. After entries are juried, finalists will be selected and

notified.

24. Sending Entries for Final Judging. If you are selected as a finalist, you must then

send your actual artwork for judging. The selected works must be sent by the

entrant, at his or her own expense, to arrive no later than: June 4, 2010. Shipping

details will be given at the time of notification that you have been selected as a

finalist. You will be required to send details of how you would like your entry

returned and the funds/stamps to cover the cost of return.

25. Entry Returns. Entries will be returned by post during the month of August

2010. Entries can NOT be collected at the Festival.
